(Sunburst Book). When | began reading The Shining Company, | did not expect the story to grip me

But in hindsight, the course of events was laid out from the
beginning...Conn, an empathetic character in the story, concluded of the bard Aneirin’s tales, "1 do
not think you can be changing the end of a song or a story like that, as though it were quite separate
from the rest. | think the end of a story is part of it from the beginning.™ | believe Sutcliff was
commenting on her own craft, and it's obvious in the book. She cleverly wraps up the story so that it
ends where it begins, not so literally as metaphorically. And it’s totally satisfying.On a separate note,
